Things to consider with a full Judson University withdrawal

Full Withdrawal=Withdrawal from all courses during the term 

There are several circumstances that students encounter during the academic school year which may warrant a full withdrawal from the university. Before making a final decision, please consider the following for the best informed decision.
· Have you spoken with your academic advisor?
· Have you spoken with an individual who knows you well and can speak truth to you regarding your decision to pursue another direction?
· Have you spoken with the Judson’s Career Coach to determine if your skills match the career you are pursuing?
· What grades are you currently earning in your courses? Depending on the time of your withdrawal and how you are performing in your courses, your GPA may take a hit.
· Do you have a balance on your student account? Depending on the time of your withdrawal, there is financial obligations that will need to be fulfilled (please review the withdrawal calendar for further information). Having a balance on your account will not allow you to obtain or have an official transcript released. 
· Do you have any departmental holds on your account?
· Did you receive Financial Aid? Grants? Scholarships? Financial Aid can discuss how these will be affected should you choose to withdraw from the university. The Financial Aid office is located on the upper level of the University Center.
· If you are an international student, have you spoken to the International Advisor about the implications regarding your immigration/visa status?
· Depending on the books and the time of your withdrawal, you may not be eligible for a refund with the bookstore.
· Is your primary health insurance through Judson? If you have questions regarding how the health insurance will work if you withdraw, please connect with Health Services in Campus Apartments.
· Are you currently a resident student? If you reside on campus and plan to withdraw, you will need to adhere to the residency policies outlined in the Student Handbook found on this MyJudson page. 
· What are my goals? Do I have a plan in place to reach those goals? Is where I am considering going moving me towards those goals or further from those goals?
· What environment do I have the best chances to thrive in?
